SD Back Up System
This is actually very simple to get up and running but here is a step by step guide with illustrations to get it to work. There are two files in this ZIP. 

1. backup.bat

2. backupscript.bat

backup.bat – This contains a few variables that you must customise.

Backupscript.bat – This is the actual script that does all the work.

Step 1:
Right Click on ‘backup.bat’ and click edit.

You will then be shown this screen:
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1. This is the location of the script that does all the work. This can be on your pc somewhere local or on the SD. I recommend you put it somewhere on the SD.

2. This is the location that you want to back up. This should be the drive letter your SD shows up as. In this case for me it is my F drive.

3. This is where you want your files to be backed up to. This needs to be somewhere on your local computer.

4. This is the parameter the script should use. In this case I use 2 and recommend the use of 2. When 2 is used the script will check which files are new .
Ok, now you are done ( All you need to do now is put the files, if you haven’t already, onto your SD card. 

WARNING: There is a danger to this. When it backs up your SD it checks which files have changed and then saves them onto your PC. It also checks which files are in the back up and no longer on the SD. It will remove these from your back up folder. Beware that if you place the backup location to somewhere like your C drive by accident and run the script. It will replace everything, including possibly windows, with you’re backed up SD files. I am not responsible if you lose any data or mess anything up. Use this responsibly and it’s a very useful application. 
If you close the script halfway through you will notice that there is another drive in ‘My Computer’. This is a mirror of the original. There is nothing wrong, this is just an error, it will not cause any harm and once you restart your computer it will be gone.
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
